* A broken plural (jam® taksir) in Arabic is an irregular plural formed by
modifying the internal structure of a singular noun—changing vowels,
adding, or dropping letters—rather than adding a suffix. Unlike sound
plurals, the root letters are "broken" or reordered,
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o Grammatical Rule: All broken plurals are generally treated as feminine singular in
grammatical agreements. @

Why “Broken™?

It is called "broken" because the singular form is not kept intact, unlike sound
masculine (-an/in) or feminine (-at) plurals where the stem remains
