Ism Zaat(General Nouns) & Ism Sift (Adjective)
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Key Differences
e Ism Zaat (Concrete Noun/Noun of Essence):
o Itis a word for a physical object, person, or place that you can perceive.

o Examples: Shajarah (tree) Muhammad (proper noun)Bayt (house).

o Ism Sifat (Attribute/Adjective):
o It describes the quality of a Zaat.
o Examples: Kabeer (big) Sagheer (small) Jadeed (new).

o They are often derived from verbs (like /sm al-Fa'il - active participle) to describe
a doer, ¥ Kaleela - Learn Arabic +4



Examples in Context
e Sentence: Al-baytu al-kabeeru (The big house)
o Bayt (house) is the Ism Zaat (the entity).

o Kabeer (big) is the /sm Sifat (the description).

e Sentence: Al-rajulu al-aalimu (The knowledgeable man)
o Rajul (man) is the /sm Zaat.

o Aalim (knowledgeable) is the /sm Sifat. @ YouTube +3
