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Munsarif (<_»<i) nouns

+ Definition: These are the most common type of noun, which can be fully declined.

« Declension: They change their ending vowel based on their grammatical function in
the sentence (e.g., nominative, accusative, genitive).

« Tanwin: They take tanwin in all cases, including the genitive (-).

« Example: kitab (book). In the genitive case, it becomes kitabin (<), &



Ghair Munsarif or Diptotes

"Ghair munsarif asma" are Arabic nouns that are diptotes (or al-mamnu’ min al-sarf),
meaning they do not accept tanween (double vowel marks) and take a fatha (single
top vowel) instead of a kasra (bottom vowel) in the genitive case (unless they have the
definite article 'al’ or are in a mudaaf construction). @

Here are the main categories of ghair munsarif asma (diptotes) in English:

Categories of Ghair Munsarif Asma
These categories cover about 13% of Arabic nouns: @
e Most female names: Examples include e (Aisha) and 4l (Nabila).

 Male names ending in a taa marbootah (3): For instance, 3 >~ (Hamza).



Ghair Munsarif or Diptotes

 Non-Arab (foreign) names: This applies to proper names that have more than three
letters, such as a»! » (Ibrahim) or London. Names of most prophets (except six) are
also ghair munsarif.

» Names or adjectives ending with an extra alif and noon (-¢/): Examples include
J S (sakran - 'drunk’), provided the alif and noon are extra to the base letters.



Ghair Munsarif or Diptotes

e Plurals of the extreme limit (munahaul jam’aa): These are specific plural patterns
(wazn) that have an alif near the end followed by two or three letters, such as:

o Jela (mafaa'il), e.g., :»lus (masajid - mosques).
o Jelg (fawaa'il), e.g., <3 s (fawaakih - fruits).
o Jela (mafaa'eel), e.g., »£ba (dananeer - dinars).

» Adjectives on the pattern of af'ala (Jxd)): This includes most color adjectives, such as
sl (ahmar - red) or =3l (akhdar - green).

¢ Names of most countries and cities.
