Mabni Asmaa/ Fixed Nouns
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"Mabni asma" (sl i) refers to indeclinable nouns in Arabic grammar—nouns whose
form (specifically, the vowel on the last letter) does not change regardless of their
grammatical function or case (nominative, accusative, or genitive) within a

sentence. @

Here is a list of categories of nouns that are generally considered mabni. &

« All Pronouns (e.g., Ul/l, <i/you, ss/he, .2/she)
» All Interrogative Nouns (nouns used to ask questions)

o Examples: i=lwho, W/what, \s\./what, -/when, —S/how, ~&/how much/many

» All Relative Pronouns (e.g., ¢J/alladhi/who or which (masc.), '/allati/lwho or which
(fem.))

« All Demonstrative Nouns (e.g., 'x»/hadhal/this (masc.), »2/hadhihi/this (fem.))
