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Arabic nouns have two genders, Masculine (Mudhakkar) and Feminine (Mu'annath),
with no neuter gender; nouns are masculine by default unless they have specific
feminine markers like the 'ta” marbUtah' (), 'alif maqstrah' (<), or 'alif mamdudah' (¢1), or
are feminine by convention (e.g., body parts in pairs, mother/sun/cities). Feminine nouns
require feminine adjectives/verbs, while masculine nouns remain unmarked. ¢

» Default Gender: Most nouns are masculine unless they possess a feminine sign or
are conventionally feminine.
