1. Real Feminine (True Sex): Refers to actual female humans or animals.

1. Examples: umm (mother), bint (daughter), zawjah (wife).

2. Conventional Feminine (with Markers): Nouns ending in specific signs.

3. Common Usage Feminine (By Convention/Usage): Lacks markers but is treated as
feminine.

1. Examples: umm (mother), shams (sun), ard (earth), makka (Mecca), body parts in
pairs (ayn (eye), yadd (hand)), and some collective nouns/broken plurals. @
