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Nouns (Ism) are categorized by number (Adad) into three distinct types:

1. Wahid (واحد) / Mufrad (مفرد) — Singular
Refers to one person or thing.

•English: Singular

•Urdu: واحد (Wahid)

•Example: كِتاَبٌ  (A book)

2. Muthanna (مثنى) / Tasniya (تثنیہ) — Dual
Refers specifically to two people or things. Unlike English and Urdu, which only use singular and plural, Arabic has this unique middle category.

•English: Dual

•Urdu: تثنیہ (Tasniya) /  ٌمثنی (Muthanna)

•Formed by: Adding endings like ـاَنِ  (aani) or ـیَْنِ  (ayni) to the singular noun.

•Example: كِتاَبَانٌِ (Two books)

3. Jama (جمع) — Plural
Refers to three or more people or things.

•English: Plural

•Urdu: جمع (Jama)

•Types:

•Jama Salim (جمعِسالم): Sound Plural (The original singular word remains "sound" or intact).

•Jama Taksir :(جمعِتکسیر) Broken Plural (The internal structure of the word changes).

•Example: كُتبٌُ  (Books)
